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COP27 Tajikistan Pavilion Side Event 
[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]NDC Implementation in Asia: South-South Learning and Launching of CACCI-Asia

Introduction

At COP27, the Tajikistan Pavilion will host a side event ‘NDC Implementation in Asia: South-South Learning and Launching of CACCI-Asia’ on Nov 11 at 10:00 AM-11:00 AM local time. Climate change leaders from Cambodia, Laos, Nepal, Tajikistan, and Vietnam will discuss the current status of NDC implementation and share knowledge for moving forward.

As part of their commitment to addressing climate change challenges, Asian countries submitted their Nationally Determined Contributions (NDC) and have developed National Adaptation Plans (NAPs) that identify strategies to meet their NDC commitments. Recent efforts such as the New Climate Change Strategy of the USAID and President Biden’s President's Emergency Plan for Adaptation and Resilience (PREPARE) initiative give opportunities for the US Government to work with Asian countries to speed up the implementation process of NDC implementation. 

In this regard, USAID is supporting several Asian countries in translating their commitments into specific activities through the Comprehensive Action for Climate Change Initiative in Asia (CACCI-Asia). This concept note provides an overview of the support for the Committee on Environmental Protection under the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan (CEP) through USAID Mission under CACCI-Asia in collaboration with NDC Partnership, with technical support from the International Food Policy Research Institute (IFPRI). It also provides the agenda for a side event being organized at the Tajikistan Pavilion at UN Climate Change Conference Egypt 2022 (COP27) to showcase the CACCI approach in Tajikistan.

Background information on CACCI-Asia activities in Tajikistan

CACCI-Asia will initiate and support the following activities and help the national system in Tajikistan NDC implementation.

· Develop a map of the policy system, partners, institutions, resources, and stakeholders involved in NDC implementation. 
· [bookmark: _heading=h.1fob9te]Facilitate the establishment of the NDC Secretariat (NDCS) to serve the Committee on Environmental Protection under the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan (CEP) on NDC implementation.
· Through a series of consultative workshops and processes led by NDCS, strengthen institutional capacity for national level coordination for NDC implementation including project development, a national network of partners, resource mobilization, and policy and strategy integration.
· Strengthen the analytical capacity of the network partners in generating evidence for the project and program design through specific skill development workshops including policy analysis and preparing evidence-based programming for NDC implementation.
· Develop a strategy for a prototype monitoring, tracking, and reporting system by compiling the existing data sources and developing a dashboard for real-time reporting of the progress.





To fill the existing knowledge gaps CACCI-Asia will work with its consortium researchers and partners (including the national agricultural research system, universities, and NGOs) to conduct collaborative analysis and disseminate results to feed into the policy processes. The analytical outputs will be published in the form of working papers and discussion papers series in English and in Russian. 

Tajikistan  Pavilion at COP27 

To reflect on this work, a side event titled ‘NDC Implementation in Asia: South-South Learning and Launching of CACCI-Asia’ is being organized at the Tajikistan Pavilion at UN Climate Change Conference Egypt 2022 (COP27) on Nov 11, 2022. The event will bring together key development partners, donors, and other stakeholders and will be organized in partnership with USAID. The event will showcase the CACCI approach for NDC implementation in Tajikistan as well as discuss related potential regional support to the country through the Regional Environmental Centre for Central Asia (CAREC) and neighboring countries. 
The event will highlight how to move forward with NDC implementation including topics on South-South learning in Asia through USAID’s CACCI approach and the role of regional partnerships for climate change implementation. The event will provide stakeholders an opportunity to network at regional and sub-regional levels, generate awareness on country-level climate change issues, and initiate dialogue with potential donors for further expansion of initiatives for NDC implementation.
